2026 Annual Meeting 

March 14, 2026 

 

It has been an amazing year.

Then it 

became a whirlwind of events.

Reports, Activities, and Recommendations 
 

Through February 27, 2026, we had 952 members – 933 at reconciliation and 19 reinstated members.  
We have received $65k for dues (including $2,312.50 for donations), application fees of $3.1k, 
reinstatements increased to $1.1k and Kroger rebates of $87.39.  The net bank balance as of 
February 27, 2026, was $62,003.73.  Of this amount, $57,083.44 is related to KYSSAR and $4,920.29 
to the Central District.  Total revenue is showing approximately $4k less than planned. 
 
In expense categories,  
 

• One former Life Trust member was located, and his National Life Member dues were paid - 
$697.   

• Chapter dues not processed during 2024 are carried into the current year totaled $542.  An 
additional $12,418 is scheduled to be distributed during March for 2026 dues received. 

• Awards payments totaling $2,037 were carried over after the end of the prior fiscal year (ended 
March 31, 2025).  Additionally, $5,100 for 2026 Awards is scheduled to be distributed in 
March.  This does not include JROTC Awards, which have not been identified at this time. 

• A $1,000 donation was made in support of the SAR Museum during the recent Congress.  

• A $250 donation was presented to the KY C.A.R for their annual project.   

• The insurance premium for the society increased 16% to $785.  This was $85 above 
projection.  With the implementation of the National Insurance policy, the State was refunded 
$642.12 for prorated dues unused  

• The meal cost for the Spring luncheon ($900) was paid during the current year.  The funds 
collected for the meals left us with a $130 cost for the meeting.   

• We paid $20 to mail the poster submission for competition at the 2025 Congress.  

• A resupply of checks cost $79.09.   

• Blue Licks expenses vs payments resulted in a net positive result of $519. 

• Miscellaneous expenses totaled $668.  This was primarily postage expense ($410), supplies 
($193), dues cards ($116) and State Fee ($15). 

• Net postage and mailing expense was $1,421.04This is approximate $231 higher than 
budgeted. 
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• Net other operating expenses (including the net insurance cost) was $557 less than budgeted. 

• Total supplies was $691 less than budgeted. 

• A payment of $50 was made to secure the location of the Fall meeting in Elizabethtown.  This 
was the total of the expenses submitted for the Fall Meeting. 

• Once all known expenses are processed in March, we will be approximately $15k below 
budget.  Net activity (revenue less expense) will be just shy of $11k in the Black. 

 
 

The Central District funds currently total $4,920.29.  This is $20.73 less than the amount received from 
the Indiana Society   We will continue to maintain an accounting of activity and forward Central District 
funds to West Virginia once the new VPG takes office (approximately July 2026).

was for the state to submit approval ready applications to headquarters.  According to Genealogist 

General Gary Green’s Fall 2024 report card we were submitting approval ready applications at 51.11%.  

I am happy to report that his 2025 report card has the state at 84.95%.  This is a direct result of the 

Chapter and Asst. State Registrars taking their time and documenting each application according to 

current genealogical standards.  I want to thank all the chapter and Asst. State Registrars for their help 

and cooperation this past year.  I know it has not always been easy but raising our approval ready 

applications by over 33% shows our hard work has paid off.  Hopefully this percentage will continue to 

go up.   

Since the Fall meeting the state has submitted a total of 60 applications. 

43 New applications 

16 Supplementals 

1 Memorial  

13 of the submitted applications have been approved.  

We had two pended that have been resubmitted for rereview. 

We are approximately 3months on getting new applications review and about 6 months on

Compatriots of the Kentucky Society, the Committee for the Council of Chapter Presidents has met 

twice since the Fall State meeting in October.  Below are the topics discussed. 

On November 17th 2025 the chapter presidents came to discuss the results of the following Fall 

meetings 

1. Updates from NSSAR Fall Leadership meetings (Oct 2nd - 4th) 

2. Updates from KYSSAR State Meeting (October 25th)                                                        

Updates from Central District Meeting (Oct 31st - Nov 1st) 

All of these meetings are held to help educate and inform officers and members of the various societies 

of the SAR.  Each are encouraged to attend and bring that information back to your chapter members.  

This CCP meeting spent a little over an hour discussing various topics from each meeting and 

answering questions where we could. 

Entering a new year, the CCP committee met again on February 9th 2026 by Zoom to discuss the 

following topics: 

1. As we approach the 2026 KYSSAR Annual meeting, what is required of you as a chapter 

president.  What reports are you required to file and when. 

2. Preparing your chapter for the busy season of Leadership meetings, Grave Markings, parades, 

etc.  How to organize your activities, especially during our 250th Anniversary year. 

3. We had discussed “The ONE Community event" each KYSSAR chapter needs to reach out 

and gets in touch with folks in your community, especially around our 250th anniversary. 

4. Lastly, does your chapter have a Bylaws and Constitution?  I would think so but not always. 

Does it need to be updated?  National has a tool that was created to help develop these 

documents or at least help give your chapter ideas on how to update what you have. 

This CCP committee was started several years ago now but still is relevant to our society.  This non-

formal environment is the perfect place to ask questions to help your chapter grow.  While we are not 

getting 100 percent attendance from all our chapters, those that do attend find the interaction valuable. 

As we enter a new year and a new administration, I hope that you as chapter leaders take advantage of 

this committee to both take information away and at the same time pass on your valuable experience to 

others in our society, so we get nothing but better in the future.

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National Trustee’s Report 
Kentucky Society SAR Annual Meeting 

 
March 14th 2026 

Members of the KYSSAR 

Since my last Trustee report in October of 2025, I have attended two meetings requiring Trustee attention.  The first 

meeting was a special Zoom meeting called by PG Elston on December 2nd, 2025 The request was to have an amount of 

money set aside as a retainer for possible legal fees that may be needed in between regularly called meetings for 

Trustees.   Legal situations can quickly come up that require funds to be transmitted quickly.  After much discussion, a 

motion was adopted to authorize the expenditure of up to $75,000 from the budget and/or line of credit to cover any and all 

attorney fees and costs necessary to defend a lawsuit against the National Society, pending acceptance by the insurance 

carrier.  

Most recently, at our Spring Leadership meeting in Louisville Ky. on March 7th the Trustees came together to vote on 

several open opportunities.   

As the Sons of the American Revolution continues to grow especially with the addition of our museum, our assets are 

growing as well.  Estimates were given in the area of 30 million dollars.  The thought of a “catastrophic” event happening 

during our current LLC setup could bankrupt the SAR.  This type of event is more than a slip and a fall from a visitor.  This 

would be more around a fire, flood or other situations that even insurance would not completely cover.  An outside legal 

firm was brought in to review our situation and make recommendations for the best path forward to protect us.  The analysis 

was presented and suggested to break the SAR into three separate Ky Single Member LLC’s.  The current LLC would cover 

assets other than real estate, the second would cover Real Estate Subsidiary and a third would be a Museum Subsidiary to 

cover those assets.  A motion was raised to take the next steps to move towards this type of organization.  Many questions 

were raised about the details involved in making this change happen.  PG Elston agreed the questions being asked needed to 

be answered but we are not to that point yet.  We need agreement at this meeting to move to that next step.  A vote was 

taken and the motion almost overwhelming approved to take this next step.  More on this change will be communicated in 

future meetings. 

The next opportunity on the table was to change from our current bank of 5/3rd .  A committee was developed to review a 

number of banks and what they can offer the SAR.  Six to eight banks were presented, including 5/3rd with various financial 

considerations presented including rates.  The committee came back with the recommendation of changing to USB bank of 

Louisville.  While several of the financial numbers were close, the services this bank provides, and being local pushed the 

committee to recommend this bank.  The fact that the bank Presidents SAR application is currently being worked helped in 

the decision.  Having a bank member who understands who we are as an organization will be a big help to us.   A motion 

was raised to change from our current bank  5/3rd to USB of Louisville.  Motion passed.  The change in banks would happen 

by June of 2026. 

The next topic of discussion involved the request to have a Membership Application Sale during the year of our countries 

250th anniversary.  A motion was made to reduce the application fee to $76 dollars for the month of July 2026.  This motion 

was approved. 

This was a very busy day for the Sons of the American Revolution.  As we continue to grow and expand, the decisions 

brought before the Trustees to make are important for the future of our organization.  I am honored to be part of this process 

and represent the state of Kentucky

Colonel Stephen Trigg on November 5, 2023 at the Courthouse 
in Cadiz, Trigg County, KY. Lafayette on May 31, 2025 at McConnell Springs Park, Lexington, KY. Big Sandy on July 12, 2025 
at the Courthouse in Pikeville, Pike County, KY. Colonel John Hardin on August 9, 2025 at Freeman Lake Park, 
Elizabethtown, Hardin County, KY, Big Sandy Chapter on September 20, 2025 at Morehead County Courthouse and Simon 
Kenton Chapter’s 250th Bench was dedicated on Saturday, November 8, 2025 located at the Kenton County Veterans 
Memorial Park in Crescent Springs, KY. Big Sandy also has plans to put benches in Prestonsburg and West Liberty, KY. 
Captain Virgil McCracken Chapter has ordered and will dedicate a 250 Bench in Paducah, KY on 7/4/2026. Captain William 
Prince Chapter will be placing a 250 Bench on the Calwell County Courthouse Square; they are also working with the Lyon 
County Judge Executive regarding a bench for their courthouse area for 2026. Colonel Daniel Boone Chapter is working on 
placing two benches, one in Franklin County and another in Anderson County. The Kentucky Society is also in the process 
of working on a second bench for Franklin County, this one to be in Frankfort. Colonel James Harrod Chapter have 250 
Benches coming for Harrodsburg and Danville, Danville’s Bench will be dedicated in 2026 during the town’s 250th 
Anniversary celebration. General Richard Butler Chapter has a 250th Bench in place on the courthouse front lawn in 
Morgantown, KY with a dedication ceremony scheduled for July 4th, 2026. Governor Isaac Shelby Chapter’s 250 Bench has 
been installed at the park next to Prospect City Hall. The Chapter is in discussion with the city to lock down a dedication 
date. Blue Licks Chapter has been in consultation with the County Executive in Harrison County and is moving forward with 
250 Bench to be located in the Veteran’s Park in Cynthiana, KY. Louisville Thurston Chapter has a 250 Bench ready to be 
installed and recently confirmed that Historic Locust Grove in Louisville, KY is to be the site for this 250th bench. Upon 
completion of these projects KYSSAR Society and Chapters will have 20, 250th Benches throughout the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. 
 
 
To date the only one Liberty Tree planted is by the Louisville Thurston Chapter on September 7, 2025 at the Veteran’s 
Memorial Park in Crestwood, Oldham County, KY. Captain Virgil McCracken Chapter is working with the City of Paducah to 
find a spot to plant a Liberty Tree, will be planting the State Tree a yellow poplar.  Captain William Prince is currently 
working with their local DAR regarding planting Liberty Trees. Colonel James Harrod Chapter is currently in discussions 
with the Mercer County Tree Board on a dedication for a Liberty Tree, likely with a planting in Spring of 2026. Governor 
Isaac Shelby Chapter will begin formal talks with the Prospect Mayor and appropriate City Committees for a Liberty Tree 
after their bench dedication. Simon Kenton Chapter will be planting an Appalachian Red Bud for a Liberty Tree at the Old 
Burlington Cemetery next spring in partnership with the Boone County Historic Preservation Board. Louisville Thruston 
Chapter is working with Farmington Historic Plantation in Louisville to plant a Liberty Tree on their property. KYSSAR 
Chapters upon completion of the projects will have a minimum of 7 Liberty Trees.
